AND WHEREAS the Commisson has not recelved a request from the Respondents for a hearing
pursuant to the terms of the Temporary Order;

AND WHEREAS the Commission has not been provided with satisfactory information with respect to
this maiter;

THE COMMISSION HEREBY ORDERS pursuant to subsection 134(3) of the Act that the
Temporary Order be and is hereby extended until the Commission has been provided with satisfactory
information with respect to this matter.
