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THE COW SSI ON HEREBY ORDERS pursuant to section 134(3)

and 135(2) of the Act effective imediately that:

The Respondents shall cease trading in any securities up to
and including the 18th day of January, 1991;

Trading in securities of Pioneer Devel opnent Conpany Limted
("Pioneer"), Ctizen's Life and Casualty Insurance Conpany
Limted ("Gtizen's"), Church of God - Houston ("Church of
God"), and Qur Father’s Congregation ("Qur Father’s") shal
cease up to and including the 18th day of January, 1991,

The exenptions contained in:

(a) sections 38, 39, 81, 82 and 102 of the Act; and

(b) the regulations providing for exenptions from sections
27, 58 and 71 of the Act; and

(c) any deci si on providing for exenptions from sections 27
58, 71 or 104 to 109 of the Act;

do not apply to any trade in securities by the Respondents up
to and including the 18th day of January, 1991.

AND TAKE NOTI CE THAT:

This Order may be extended for such period as the Conm ssion
consi ders necessary where sufficient information to enable the
Commi ssion to nmake an order pursuant to subsection 134(1) is
not provided to the Comm ssion on or before the 18th day of
January, 1991;

The purpose of such hearing will be to consider whether it is
in the public interest that a permanent cease trade order
pursuant to subsection 134(1) of the Act and a pernmanent
prohibition of statutory exenptions pursuant to subsection
135(1) of the Act be nmade with respect to the Respondents by
reason of the breaches of the Act hereinbefore described and
by reason of failing to provide the Commssion wth
satisfactory information on or before the date of the hearing
or any extension thereof by the Conm ssion;

Any party to these proceedings my be represented by counse
of their choice at any such hearing before the Conm ssion;
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Upon failure of any party to attend any such hearing at the
time and place set therefore, the hearing may proceed in the
absence of such party and such party is not entitled to any
further notice of the proceedi ngs therein.
