S-
42.2 (the"Act") that tradingin dl securitiesby Platinum Equities Corporation ("Platinum’), George Bissett
("Bissett"), Dan Brady ("Brady"), Janice Grandel ("Grandel") and Kent Bradley Owens ("Owens"),
(collectively the"Respondents"), cease and that pursuant to clause 134(1)(a) of the Act that the exemptions
contained in sections 38, 39, 39.1, 81, 82 and 102 of theAct and the exemptions contained in The
SecuritiesRegulations, R.R.S,, ¢.-42.2 Reg. 1, which providefor exemptionsfrom the requirements of
sections 27, 58, 71, or 104 to 109 of the Act, shall not apply forthwith with respect to any tradein
securities by the Respondents,

AND WHEREAS on August 29, 1999 the Commi ssion issued aRevocation/Amending Order amended
by an amending order on September 8, 1999 which added Regis Platinum Limited Partnership ("Regis’)
to the entities subject to the Orders;

AND WHEREA Sthe Commission has not received arequest from Regisfor ahearing pursuant to the
terms of the Orders,

AND WHEREA Sthe Commission has not been provided with satisfactory information with respect to the



matter;

THE COMMISSION HEREBY ORDERS pursuant to subsection 134(3) of the Act that the Ordersin
respect to Regisbe and are hereby extended until the Commission is provided with satisfactory information
to enable it to make a further order in this matter.
